I\/l ary and | are fresh from our return from the Holy Land. What an experience!!!! | had

prayed for a good while that the day might come when we would be able to make
such a trip. The timing was just right. We weren't too old and feeble to not make the trip, but
then we were old enough to truly appreciate the significance and meaning of such a trip.

| suppose of all the experiences that were meaningful, | can note three that seem to stick
out the most in my mind. First, was the trip to Bethlehem. Bethlehem is located in the Palestin-
ian Authority sector of the country. But the frequency of tour buses through the check point are
almost routine. We came to the Church of the Nativity. It is notable how the entrance into the
church is so low. For my height and size it was somewhat a challenge to enter in, but not im-
possible. It was behind the altar area and down below that we were led to find the spot where it
is purported that Jesus was born.

As perhaps many know, the probability is that the stable in which Jesus was born was in a
cave. In fact, we were shown a series of caves that exist around the same level along a ridge
upon which Bethlehem resides. It made logical sense to me that even if the purported spot
really isn't the true spot where Jesus was born, the probability is close therein.

The second spot that totally blew me away was the place called, "Caiaphas' House."
Caiaphas was the High Priest of the Temple. Well, this "house" really wasn't his house, but
might be equated to a county courthouse and jail; the jail being in the lower basement of the
facility. This is where Jesus was brought after he was arrested at the Garden of Gethsemane.
A Catholic church resides on the sight now, but has a level of transparency to observe the
place as it once was.

There is a mural on the south side of the church. It shows Jesus tied up with rope around
his shoulders and under his armpits. The rope then extends above him. It shows that Jesus
was tied up and then hoisted down into a pit just barely wide enough for a man's shoulders. We
were able to see through the hole of the pit from above. Then we took some stairs down to the
very pit itself and looked up through the hole where he would have been hoisted. The gospels
do not go into detail about this place but it is all there plain to see how Jesus would have been
detained and then hoisted up to be questioned, before they eventually took Jesus before Pilate.
The actual steps where Jesus would have walked still exist to be seen where they would have
brought Jesus to "Caiaphas' house." Caiaphas' house in Jesus' time was within the walls of the
old city. Today, it is outside the wall of the ancient city.

The third place was the Garden Tomb. This is not far from the hill some call "Golgotha."”
As you might recall from the gospel accounts, "Golgotha" means the "place of the skull." The
hill itself still holds the image of the indentations of a human skull in the side of it. The hill itself
is probably no more than 30 or 40 feet high. We were shown a picture taken of the hill in 1880.
It had an even more pronounced look of a skull. Over time you might imagine that weather ero-
sion has changed the look of the hill.

What was the most meaningful was going to the tomb. Be assured, no one knows with
absolute certainty that this is the tomb where Jesus was laid. But we were assured it was a
tomb that would have existed in the time of Jesus, that there was a garden as mentioned in
the gospels, and that Jesus was laid in a tomb donated by the rich man, Joseph of Arimathea.
The site today was purchased by some British Protestants back in the nineteenth century.

The assurance | discerned from the Spirit was that this was very likely the place where
Jesus was crucified, buried and raised. Our group was able to share in Communion togetherd
that was one of the most meaningful spiritual experiences | have ever had. It was the last night
of our time there and the Lord certainly saved the best for last.

There will be more to share as time goes on and we hope to have a slide show, perhaps
with a dinner after church some Sunday. So stay tuned for that.
